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The U.S. Department of Education’s (ED) Student Achievement and School Accountability Programs (SASA) office, Title III State Consolidated Grant Group monitored the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NCDPI) the week of October 24-27, 2011. This was a comprehensive review of NCDPI’s administration of Title III, Part A, authorized by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended.   As a result of this monitoring visit, NCDPI is collecting each LEA’s Language Instruction Education Programs (LIEP) information.  

All LEP identified students in Dare County Schools receive service within our Language Instruction Educational Program (LIEP). Students receive varying amounts and types of service based upon their individual language needs as well as other criteria such as academic performance (e.g. in the classroom and on standardized tests). Students with greater need are provided more services with greater time, frequency and intensity. Students with lesser need are provided fewer services with less time, frequency and intensity. Dare County Schools uses various documents and procedures to identify and place ELLs. The descriptions that follow outline the criteria, context and extent of LIEP services offered in Dare County Schools.

· ELP Bridging and above (5.0-6.0) in speaking.

· May struggle with classroom performance.

· May be below proficient on standardized tests of reading/writing

· In high school, failure to make progress toward graduation requirements

· Has an IEP and is receiving core  instruction from EC teachers

In order that students may receive the most appropriate services to meet their academic needs without removing them excessively from required content classes, ELLS who are supported by one or more other services may receive a reduced level of above described ESL services, appropriate to their needs.

· ELLs may also be offered before school, extended day and extended year opportunities when feasible according to student need.

· If ELLs demonstrate little or no progress in English proficiency, regardless of the number of years in US schools, it is strongly recommended that they be referred to the Problem Solving Team (PST) for appropriate Response to Instruction Interventions.
